	 Lagaria Pinot Grigio  We feel that this wine rises above a crowded field, from its brilliant color, to 
its vibrant citrus fruit, to its dry, lipsmacking finish. It’s a medium-bodied, fresh, and well-balanced.

	 Estancia Meritage , with ocean influence and gravel-based soils, allows this winery to fashion elegant 
wine with round, supple tannins and a long, complex finish.It is sophisticated, rich and luscious. With the 
climate in the Alexander Valley having warm and cool spells, it allows the grape to hang onto the vine 
which develops a very concentrated flavor.
